Dedication ofUte SaUna nclaooJ. 
The ample and commodious School house 

ereott-d aud just romploted under the auspice* 
of the Board of Education in the r'irat Wind of 
this city, was dedicated nt 4 o'clock in the af­
ternoon of Saturday last, with very appropri­
ate ceremonies. We believe it is an entirely 
new and novel feature, the dedication of a 
School houee, and indeed a« the orator on 
that occasion remarked, a quarter of a century 
ugo people would as soou, if not Hooner think 
ot dedicating A bnru as a school houtte. 

At 4 o'clock precisely, the President of the 
Board took tl>e chair, aud announced the order 
of exercises. Wc noticed present on that occa­
sion School Commissioner Michael Lynch of the 
First Ward, with the eutire members of the 
Board of Education, as well an several ex metn-
beisof the Board, hw Honor, the Mayor, and 
several of the Aldermen. Revs. SaoiuelJ. May 
and Chidester, Mr. Smith, the Principal of Sali­
na School, with his corps of teachers, as well 
as most of the female teachers of the several 
public schools of the City ; Mr. James Johou-
not, of the Syracuse Gymnasium, with several 
invited guesta. 

Tho Dedicatory exercises commenced by the 
singing of an ode by a Choir of females, com­
posed of three of the female teachers of Salina 
School, assisted by a large number of female 
pupils. The singing was entirely vocal, and 
we must say that we have seldom listened to 
sweeter voices or better singiug. The sopra­
no was excellent, the alto faultless, while the 
" t i m e " was accurate and all that could he 
expected. Kach ode was enthusiastically re­
ceived by the very large and respectable au­
dience present. After the singing of the first 
ode, Rev. Mr. Chidoster was introduced by the 
President, who offered up a very eloquent im­
promptu prayer, invoking the Divine aid and 
blessing upon the purposes to which the build­
ing was about to bo dedicated. Alter prayer 
followed another ode by the Choir, when the 
Chairman, Major J. J. Peck, arose and made a 
few felicitous, introductory remarks, which 
were woll received by the audience. (Owing 
to tho lateness of the hour at which we are 
obliged to prepare this hasty sketch, Mr. Peck's 
remarks are necessarily crowded out till the 
publication of the full report of the speeches.) 

After tho singing of another ode, tho Chair, 
man introduced Rev. Samuel J. May, who was 
greeted with marked demonstrations of ap­
plause, and who then proceeded to deliver one 
of the most forcible and peculiarly appropriate 
addresses that wo have listened to in some 
time. We shall not mar its beauty by attempt­
ing to give a synopsis of it, as we intend to lay 
it before our readers in full, in our next issue. 
Speeches then followed by Mayor Westcott, 
Charles Wheaton, Dr. Loomls, of Salina, Dr. 
Crane, of tho First Ward, Supt. Farnham, 
Commissioner Allen, and Wm. Clark, of Salina, 
all of whom made happy hits and uttered wit­
ty sarcasms at the old or '' slab Schools'' with 
their board benches propped up by logs of 
wood, as compared with the Palatial School 
Houses of Syracuse in the present day and gen­
eration. 

Another ode closed the dedicatory exercises, 
when it was announced by the Superintendent 
of Salina School, Mr. Smith, that a collation 
was awaiting the attention of the audience in 
tho lower, or Junior department. On entering 
the room, a beautiful sight met the eye. 

The ladjr friends of the school, aided by the 
teachers thoreof, had prepared a sumptuous 
collation, the savoriness of which was most de­
lightful to contemplate, particularly at the late 
hour of the evening whereat the ceremonies 
broke up, 7 o'clock P. M. This was gotten up 
with the best of taste and good judgment, 
showing conclusively that the femalo teachers 
of Salina school were not only Mistresses of the 
art which taught the " young idea how to 
shoot," but that they were adepts In the culinary 
art, possessing all the necessary requisites for 
excellent wives and mothers. The collatiou 
was brought to au cud amidst flashes of wit, 
gems of humor and sparkling sentiment. 

The lato hour at which the dedicatory cere­
monies closed, and the short time allowed us 
to prepare this hasty and imperfect skotch, as 
well as the crowded state of our columns, pre­
cludes us from drawing more extensively upon 
our notes for this morning's issue. We have 
copious notes of the remarks of each gentleman 
and shall give them in our next, together with 
the very excellent dedicatory address of Rev. 
Samuel J. May. 

Wo shall conclude our article for to-day with 
a pretty accurate description of the building, 
as obtainod on the spot, which we have no hes­
itation in pronouncing tho most eligible in sit­
uation, elegant in construction, convenient in 
its internal arragements and in its furniture 
appointments, of any Public School in this city, 
or in fact of any that we have ever examined. 

The new school house is eligibly situated on 
rising ground, accessible from Bear aud Center 
streets, and commands a fine view of the Lake, 
Liverpool and Geddes, and the immediate vi­
cinity. It is surrounded on both sides with 
beautiful private property gardens, the rich 
odor from the now blossoming fruit trees pene­
trates every room, and impresses one with the 
idea that he was scenting the sweets from tho 
Garden of Eden. The location of the new 
school is every way a desirable and healthy one, 
and mutt add comfort and pleasure to the other 
necessary acquirements of the children, which 
it the intention of itt founders. 

The first story comprises the Primary Depart­
ment, and it forty-nine and a half feet each 
way, aud will accommodate, if necessary, some 
two hundred children. Off the Primary Depart 
meut, is three recitation rooms,furnished with 
black boards, and well ventilated by means of 
ventilating flues. The main floor of the Pri­
mary Department contains a large black board 

—is precisely like the others iu all respects, and 
will cootalu Seats for one huudred scholar*, of 
the higher Ha*,. It watt in thU room that the 
cxercieeH were la-Id, and it was tnoat appropri 
atoly fitted up lor th<? occasion. The wails were 
hung with evergreen", forming arches above 
the windows, with circles U>twetn. Over 
the speaker's platform WM the motto, wrought 
in evergreens—" Evr.LMua !" and at the west 
eud the title—" SALINA SCHOOL."' IfeMdc." tho 
recitatiou rooms, there are attached very neat 
clotH'U, auppliM with hookx, tot the reception 
of articles of clothiiig of which the pupils divest 
themselves upon euteriug their respective de­
partments. The building j« located mid­
way on a beautiful lot, six rods wide by sixteen 
in length, leaving a large space in the front 
and rear an a playground for the males and fe­
males. The huildiug frouts on Centre street,

There are two uiniu'entrances, as already in 
dicated, each supplied with double doors, hung 
ou the patent spriug butt, which allows them 
to swing both ways, in or out. The great ad­
vantage and convenience of this must be obvi­
ous while contemplating a'ru»h to the doors 
through alarm or excitement on the pint of the 
scholars, as lu the COM: of n jam the doom would 
at once yield at any point. 

The building is certainly a very tasty one, 
And reflects great credit on Mr. Johonnot, whose 
design it is, an also upon H. N. White, the Ar­
chitect who drew the plans and specifications, 
as also upon A. L. Mason, tho Builder. One 
who would look upou its stately dimensions, 
and then at the elegant finish of the interior, 
with its neat and substantial outfit, could scaice-
ly believe that the entire cost did not exceed 
$10,000. 

The entire length of the building is seventy, 
eight feet, width of centre forty eight, with a 
projecting rear of two feet six inches on each 
gable, uiakiug the roar five feet broader than 
the body. It has two tower abutments, the 
one on the north not being carried up higher 
than the eves, while the southern tower raises 
to the height of seventy feet from the founda 
tion. 

The building with towers gives sixty feet 
front, and is lighted by very handsome narrow 
windows of the Komau oval order. The brick 
work of walls lt> forty five feet, which give the 
stories a very good height between floors.— 
The departments are reached by a very commo­
dious staircase located in each tower, accessible 
from the front entrance, while underneath is a 
very neat cellar, or basement, for the storing 
away of coal. 

The Salina School House is an honor to the 
indomitable zeal of the Board of Education in 
the cause of learning, and an enduring monu­
ment as reflecting the thoughtful liberality of 
our citizens, as evidenced in their frequent sac­
rifices for the education of the masse*. The 
Public Schools of Syracuse stand at the head of 
any similar institution in Europe or America. 
Long may they wave !
