hired away and rohi*»d by someone who 
ar»ew he had the lar»{e sum in his M » 
Mission to pay off his workmen Friday. 
H e came to Burlington Thursday morn­
ing , had dinner at a local hotel, and just 
be fore closing t ime at 3 o'clock appear­
ed at the Burlington City Ixxin and 
T r u s t Company with a check for $14oO, 
d r a w n by the Florence T o w n s h i p Board 
of Educat ion , paid on account of the 
school building work. 

Howard Mkelly. a young lawyer, iden­
tified Berry, and the teller paid him in 
notes . The police have learned that 
Berry, a f ew minutes later, as w a s his 
cus tom, mailed a registered letter with 
$lUO in bank notes, to hie w i f e at Rox­
borough. 

D e t e c t i v e s are Investigating tonight 
the source of a myster ious telegram 
filed at a local office and said to have 
been received by Mrs. Berry Thursday 
n ight . T h e contents of this mis s ive have 
Hot been m a d e public, but relatives of 
t h e missing man are *aid by the police 
t o question whether be sent it in person. 

Berry ' s business accounts are in per­
f e c t condition, his father says , and his 
l ife has been exemplary. H e w a s de­
voted to hi* wife and child, the father 
declares , and had been planning to be 
wi th them at the week-end. When the

and forget all party all iances. S u d ­
denly and w i t h one accord they s e e m 
to have discovered tpat this is the t i m e 
for patriotic devot ien to the flag and 
they are s trutt ing about proclaiming 
their al legiance with w h a t profit t o 
themselves from political preferment 
they can derive. 

I t is not a new, but a rather moss-
grown scheme of t h e s e worth ies s o d 
while they appear to chuckle over the 
ease with which they put it over t h e y 
are deceiving only themselves . T h e 
people of N e w Jersey are not hood 
winked by th i s old method of taking 
advantage of every breexe that b l o w s 
t o push along the craft such persons 
sail.

Windows were broken, plaster w a s 
knocked from the wal ls and panels were 
blown from the doors, hut all the mem­
bers of the fami ly escaped. W h a t cans* 
ed the exp.nsion is a mys tery .
